The
empirical evidence confirms and theoretically substantiates that economic resilience fosters the development of various
economic sectors, increases production, stabilizes the financial system, and enhances the quality of life. Furthermore, a
resilient economy plays a pivotal role in achieving sustainable development through preserving natural resources and
implementing environmentally friendly technologies. The analysis underscores the necessity of developing and
implementing policies aimed at ensuring economic resilience, which should focus on stimulating innovation, supporting
entrepreneurship, and developing human capital. Such an approach will maximize the potential of the economy to achieve
sustainable development and improve societal well-being. The findings of this research can be valuable for the scientific
community, governmental institutions, and the business environment, facilitating the formulation of effective strategies
for managing economic and social development.
